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      Solar Tax Credits
Take Advantage of Arizona’s Solar Tax Credit, and the Federal Tax Credit
The State of Arizona offers a Solar Tax credit for 25 percent of the cost of an approved solar device or system.  The maximum allowable credit is $1,000 to be carried forward up to five years.  And, because it is deducted directly from state taxes owed, rather than as an expense item, you get the full benefit.
Items qualifying for the credit include solar water heating, solar pool heating, photovoltaic systems, water pumping, and solar lighting systems.

The Federal Tax Credit is 30 percent up to $2,000. This amount is deducted after all other incentives have been applied. 
Items qualifying for the Federal Tax Credit include solar water heating, and photovoltaic systems.  Solar pool heating systems excluded.
For Example: For the purchase of a qualified solar hot water system at a price of $4,500, you will receive a state credit of $1,000 plus a federal tax credit of $1,350. A solar pool heating system costing $4,000, qualifies for the state tax credit only, in the amount of $1,000.
